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In case of Support from Government and Public Agencies

InFact values its independence and operates with support from the general public. However,
when social turmoil made it difficult to obtain donations, such as during Covid19, we received
support from the Small Business Administration. The following procedures were followed in this

regard.

(1) Ensure that the amount is not so large as to cover all of InFact's activities.
(i1) Confirm that there are no restrictions or orders from the supporting organization.

(iii) The above points must be discussed and resolved by the Board of Directors of InFact.

If the above points are confirmed, support can be obtained in very exceptional cases. However,

this decision will be made in extremely exceptional circumstances such as a pandemic.

And this is very important. Under no circumstances will InFact be entrusted with the services of
a government or political parties We believe that the contracting work with government or
political parties is a threat to InFact's independence.

InFact will continue to emphasize support from the general public for investigative reporting

and fact-checking.
